Whenwe consider civilization as everydaylife practice of common people,
the 1ife history of peasants can be connected with the process of the macro social history,
and their trivial stories, as organic parts of grand narmtive, can be provided with
extraod inary meanings. That is the process of making history from everyday life of
common people.

Abstract: Objectivists view the phenomenon of “ social stratification” as the “ objective

reality” that is given to and independent of the subjective consciousness of individuality of

a society’ s mdividual members. Subjectivits consider “ social stratflication” as a
“subjective realty’ made up by individual subjective consciousness. In contrag to both
“ objectivists’ and “ subjectivigs’ , pluralistic discourse analysts take “ social stratification”
as a “ discourse realiy’ constucted by specific socill members with certain specific
strategies when constrained and guided by a specfic discourse system. Correspondingly,
objectivists always focus on exploring the “ objective laws” controlling the formation and
changes of “ social dratification” , subjectivists are always committed to the study of those
subjective consciousnesses, whereas pluralistic discourse analysts are calling for the study

of those discourse grategy and system.
