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Psychological Competencies According to Macro Cultural Psychology

Abstract: This article articulates a new way to explain differences in psychological competencies. To
do so, it advances a psychological theory known as macro cultural psychology. This theory construes
psychological phenomena as cultural phenomena. Their basis, character, level, socialization, and
demographic distribution derive from macro cultural factors such as institutions, cultural artifacts, and
cultural concepts. The macro cultural psychological theory of psychological competencies is illustrated
with a case study of expressive linguistic competencies (discourse) manifested by majority and minority
subcultures in the U.S. This analysis extends to explaining how linguistic competencies can be enhanced.
We show how psychological enrichment depends upon reforming macro cultural factors that form

psychology. Psychological science and social reform complement one another.
